General guidelines for safe operation.
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Read all instructions carefully. Failure of the nature following instructions can cause
electric shock, fire and / or severe injuries. Keep these instructions in a safe place.

1. Safety in the workplace.

1.1. Keep your workplace clean and well lit. Disarray and poor lighting may contribute to
the occurrence of an accident.

1.2. Do not operate in an environment of grinding increased the risk of explosion, close to
flammable liquids, gases or powders.

During operation of the separate grinding sparks that can ignite powders or fumes.

1.3. Keep children and bystanders at a safe distance while working with angle grinders.

If your attention is diverted, you may lose control over grinding.

2. Safety when working with electricity.

2.1. Plug the grinding must be suitable for contact. In no case is allowed to modify the
structure of the plug. When working with electrical zero, do not use plug adapters.

Using original plugs and sockets reduces the risk of electric shock.

2.2. Avoid touching your body to earthed bodies, for example pipes, heaters, stoves and
refrigerators. When your body is grounded, risk of electric shock is greater.

Keep grinding from rain and moisture.

Infiltration of water into the grinding increases the risk of electric shock.

2.3. Do not use a power cord for the purposes for which it is not provided, for example to
carry grinders for cable or removing the plug from the outlet. Protect cords from heat, oil and
contact with sharp edges or points of mobile machines.

Damaged or twisted cables increase the risk of electric shock.

2.4. When you work with the angle grinder out, switch the machine only in installations
equipped with electric switch “Fi” RCD (Residual Current Device). RCD must be no more than
30 mA. Use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use
reduces the risk of electric shock.

2.5. If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current
device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

Using the extension, designed for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

3. Safe way of working.

3.1. Be concentrated, watch their actions carefully and act cautiously and prudently. Do not
use the angle grinder when you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or narcotic
drugs.

A moment of distraction at work grinding may have the effect of extremely serious injuries.

3.2. Work with protective work clothing and always with safety glasses.

Wearing Suitable for grinding and the activities of personal protective equipment, such as
respiratory masks, healthy, tightly closed shoes grapple with a stable, protective helmet and
silencers (hearing protectors), reduces the risk of accident.

3.3. Avoid the danger of incorporating the grinding inadvertently. Before you turn the plug
into the power supply network, make sure the trigger switch is in position “off”. If you wear
when grinding, keep your finger on the trigger switch, or if you submit a voltage of grinding
when turned on, there is the risk of accident.

3.4. Before you turn implies that we are sure you remove all of its utilities and wrenches.

Utilities, forgotten rotating unit can cause injuries.

3.5. Avoid unnatural positions of the body. Work in a stable position of the body at any
time and keep the balance. So you can control the grinding better and safer if unexpected
situations arise.

3.6. Work with appropriate clothing. Do not operate with loose clothing or ornaments. Keep
your hair, clothes and gloves at a safe distance from rotating the grinding units. Robes, attire,
long hair can be caught and carried away by rotating units.

3.7. If it is possible to use external aspiration system, make sure it is switched on and
functioning properly. Use of the aspiration system reduces the risks due to the discharge dust
at work.
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4. Thoroughly respect to angle grinders.

4.1. Do not overload grinders. Use angle grinders only as intended. You will operate better
and safer when using the right angle grinder manufacturer in the specified range of load.

4.2. Do not use the angle grinder with a starting switch is damaged.

Angle grinder, which can not be excluded and included as intended by the manufacturer, is
dangerous and should be repaired.

4.3. Before you modify the settings of the angle grinder to replace work tools and additional
accessories as well as a long time when you will not use grinders, unplug the plug from the
supply network. This measure eliminates the danger of triggering the grinding inadvertently.

4.4. Keep grinding in places where they can be reached by children. Do not allow them to
be used by persons who are not familiar with how to work with them and have not read those
instructions. When you are in the hands of inexperienced users, grinders can be extremely
dangerous.

4.5. Keep grinding their care. Check whether the mobile units operate impeccable, whether
it spells, if there is a broken or damaged item which distort or alter the functions of the grinding
machine. Before using the angle grinder, make sure that the damaged parts to be repaired.
Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools and appliances.

4.6. Use the angle grinder, attachment, working tools according to the manufacturer’s
instructions. In doing so must comply with specific operating conditions and operations to
perform. Using grinders of various applications provided by the manufacturer increases the
risk of accidents.

5. Maintain.

5.1.Repairing your electric tools is best carried out only by qualified specialists in workshops
RAIDER, which used only original spare parts. Thus it ensuring their safe operation.

6. Guidelines for the safe handling, specific grinding purchased by you. General guidelines
for safe operation with a disc grinder and sandpaper, clean with wire brush and abrasive
cutting disk.

6.1. This grinding can be used for grinding with carboflex drive and sandpaper, clean
with wire brush, polishing and cutting carboflex disk. Follow all instructions and warnings
complying with technical parameters and the adjusted images. Failure to follow the following
instructions, the consequences may be an electric shock, fire and / or severe injuries.

6.2. This angle grinder is not suitable for polishing. Carrying out activities for which the
grinding is not intended, may be dangerous and cause injuries.

6.3. Do not use additional devices which are not recommended by the manufacturer for
this particular power. The fact that you can attach to specified device or machine working tool
does not ensure safe working with him.

6.4. Allowable speed of rotation of the working tools must be at least equal to the inscribed
plaque on the grinding speed of rotation. Working tools that rotate at a higher speed than the
maximum indicated on the angle grinder can break and pieces of them high speed.

6.5. The outer diameter and thickness of the working tools must comply with the particulars
specified in the technical characteristics of your angle grinder. Working tools with inappropriate
size may not be shielded as necessary or can be controlled well enough.

6.6. Grinding discs, flanges exposed discs or other tools must be applied precisely to fit
your shaft grinding machine. Working tools that do not fit exactly to the grinding spindle,
rotate unevenly vibrate heavily and can lead to loss of control over the machine.

6.7. Do not use damaged work tools. Before each use inspect the working tools, for
example abrasive discs for cracks or dislodge undergoing discs for cracks or wear strong,
wire brushes poorly secured or broken staples. If you miss grinding tool or work, check them
carefully for damage or use undamaged new work tools. Once you have checked carefully and
work tools are installed, allow grinding to work at maximum speed for one minute. Stay and
keep nearby people away from the plane of rotation. The most commonly damaged work tools
break during this test period.

6.8. Work with personal protective equipment. Depending on the application work with
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all face mask, eye protection or goggles. If necessary, work with breathing mask, silencers
(hearing protectors), work shoes or special apron that protects you from work to dislodge
small particles. Your eyes must be protected from flying into the working area of particles.
Dust mask or a breathing filter dust arising from work. If you are exposed for long periods of
loud noise, this can lead to hearing loss.

6.9. Beware others to be a safe distance from work area. Anyone who is in the work area
must wear personal protective equipment. Break off pieces of the work piece or work tool may
result in a strong acceleration to fly away and cause damage well beyond the working area.

6.10. If you perform activities which threaten to fall working tool of hidden wires under
tension or affect the power cord, hold power only isolated handles. When entering the working
tool in contact with the wires under tension, it is transmitted through the grinding metal parts,
and this may lead to electric shock.

6.11. Keep the power cords a safe distance from rotating work tools. If you lose control of
the grinding, the cable can be cut or fascinated by the working tool and it can cause injuries

6.12. Never leave grinders before working tools to completely stop its rotation. Rotary tool
can touch the object, resulting in losing control of the grinding machine.

6.13. While transport your angle grinder, do not let on. Accidental touch your clothing or
hair can be swept from the working tool, with the result that the working tool may be hurt your
body.

6.14. Regularly clean the vent on your angle grinder. Turbine motor of dust sucked into the
body, and the accumulation of metal powder increases the risk of electric shock.

6.15. Do not use grinders near flammable materials. Flying sparks can cause the ignition
of such materials.

6.16. Do not use the work tools that require the application of coolant. Use of water or other
coolant can cause electric shock.

7. Recoil and tips for avoiding it.

7.1. Kickback is the sudden reaction of the machine following a wedge or blocks the rotating
working tool, for example abrasive disc, rubber subjected disk wire brush and others. Wedge
or block leads to sharp braking of the rotation of the working tool grinders consequently
receives strong acceleration in the direction opposite to the direction of rotation of the tool
at the point of blocking, and became unmanageable. If for example block abrasive disk or
block in the processing device, the edge of the disc, which touches the work piece may be the
disc to bend and break or recoil occurs. In this case, the disk is accelerated to working with
machinery or in the opposite direction, depending on the direction of rotation of the disc and
place of the wedge. In such cases, abrasive discs and can break. Recoil occurs as a result of
improper or incorrect use of angle grinders. Its occurrence can be prevented with appropriate
protective measures described below.

7.2. Keep grinding hard and keep hands and body in such a position that can withstand
the eventuality of a kick. If a grinding auxiliary handle, always use it to control it better in
recoil or the emergence of reactionary moments in time of inclusion. If the pre-take the proper
precautions in the event of recoil or strong reaction times can master the machine.

7.3. Never put your hands near the rotary working tools. If the kick occurs, the instrument
can make you hurt.

7.4. Avoid stand in the area where it would bounce angle grinder in the event of kickback.
Kick the machine moves in a direction opposite to the direction of movement of the working
tool in the area of blockage.

7.5. Work with great caution in the areas of corners, sharp edges and others. Avoid
repulsion or wedge of working tools in the work piece. When handling sharp corners or sharp
edges or repel the rotating working tool there is increased danger of wedge. This causes a
loss of control of machinery or recoil.

7.6. Do not use a chain or toothed cutting sheets. Such work tools often cause recoil or loss
of control over grinding.

8. Specific instructions for the safe operation of grinding or cutting with abrasive disks
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8.1. Use only provided for your abrasive grinding discs and used for abrasive disc guard.
Abrasive disks are not designed for grinding may not be well shielded and do not guarantee
safe operation.

8.2. Guard must be securely attached to grinders and be located so as to ensure maximum
safety, for example abrasive disk should not be covered by a mantle directed to working with
the machine. Housing should prevent the machine from working with scatter to dislodge
pieces from coming into contact with the rotating abrasive disk.

8.3. The use of abrasive discs only for the purposes for which they are provided. For
example: never grind with the side of a disc cutting. Cutting discs are designed for removing
material with its edge. Lateral application of force can break them.

8.4. Always use a retainer nut (8), which are in impeccable condition and correspond in size
and shape of the used abrasive disk. Locking nuts (8) for the blades may differ from those
discs for grinding. In some models, locking nuts (8) can be used for and drives for grinding,
having screwed on the reverse side with the projecting part of the disc.

8.5. Do not use abrasive discs worn by larger grinders. Discs for older machines are not
designed for high-speed rotation, which rotate in small and can break.

9. Specific instructions for safe handling of blades.

9.1. Avoid blocking the cutting disk or pinched him strong. Not perform very deep
cuts. Overloading of the cutting disc increases the risk of wedge or blocks it, and thus the
occurrence of recoil or fracture while spinning.

9.2. Avoid the area will be in front of and behind the rotating cutting disc. When cutting disc
is in a plane with your body in case of recoil angle grinder with the rotating disk can bounce
directly to you and hurt you.

9.3. If the cutting disk when block or interrupting work grinding off and leave it until after
the final stop of the rotation of the disc. Never attempt to remove the turntable from the cutting
channel, otherwise the recoil may occur. Identify and remove the cause of the wedge.

9.4. Do not switch the angle grinder again if the disc is cut in detail. Be carefully before
you continue cutting, cutting disc to wait up to full speed. Otherwise, the disc cans block to
rebound from the work piece or cause recoil.

9.5. Provide a stable attachment of large parts in an appropriate way to limit the risk of
recoil jammed as a result of cutting disc. During cutting large parts can be bent into action
under its own weight.

9.6. Be especially cautious in cutting channels in walls or other areas that can conceal
surprises. Cutting disc can cause the machine to kick to touch or gas pipelines, power lines
or other objects.

10. Specific instructions for safe operation in grinding with sandpaper.

10.1. Do not use too large sheets of sandpaper, follow the manufacturer’s instructions for
the size of sandpaper.

10.2. Sandpaper sheets to be made outside the receiving disk can cause injury and lead to
blockage and rupture of sandpaper or the occurrence of recoil.

11. Specific instructions for the safe operation of cleaning with wire brushes.

11.1. Do not forget that in the normal operation of the wire brush fall staples. Do not
overload the wire brush by squeezing it too hard. Scatter wire brush from staples can easily
penetrate clothing and / or skin.

11.2. Prior to make sure that the wire brush is not touching the guard. Cupped disc and wire
brushes can increase its diameter due to the power of jamming and centrifugal forces.

12. Additional instructions for safe operation.

Work with goggles.

12.1. Use appropriate instruments to find any hidden beneath the surface pipelines, or
contact the appropriate local supply company. Into contact with the wires under tension can
cause fire or electric shock. Pipeline damage can lead to explosion. Deterioration of water has
the effect of major material damage and may cause electric shock.

12.2. If the supply voltage is interrupted (for example due to blackouts, or if the plug is
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removed from contact) unblock the trigger switch and plug it into position - off “. This will
prevent uncontrolled inclusion of angle grinders.

12.3. In the processing of stone materials, work with external dust-extraction system. Using
suction of the powder system limits damage to your health caused by dust.

12.4. During operation keep grinding hard with both hands and lend a stable position of the
body. With both hands, grinding water safer.

12.5. Provide work piece. Detail, and attach with appropriate appliances or braces is
anchored more firmly and securely than if you hold it by hand.

12.6. Keep your workplace clean. Mixtures of different materials are particularly hazardous.
Fine shavings from light metals can be ignite or explode.

12.7. Do not use the angle grinder when the power cord is damaged. If during operation the
cable is damaged, do not touch. Immediately disconnect the plug from the outlet.

Damaged power cables increase the risk of electric shock.

Failure of the considered instructions may lead to electric shock, fire and / or severe
injuries.

13. Functional description and purpose of the grinding machine.

Is a manual power grinder with insulation class Il. He is powered with the help of a collector
single-phase motor whose speed is reduced by means of a conical gear with curved teeth.
Angle grinder is designed for cutting, grinding and coarse wire brushes to clean metal and
stone surfaces without using water. With special accessories for grinding, grinding can be
used for sanding with sandpaper. Not be used for the grinding operations other than its
intended purpose.

14. Information emitted noise and vibration.

15. Preparing for the job.

15.1. Installation of protective equipment.

Before carrying out any activities grinders unplug the plug from the feed network.

15.1.1. Guard (6).

Place the guard (6) of the uptake step of grinding. Adjust the position of the guard (6)
according to a specific activity carried out. Place the guard (6) so as to prevent sparks scatter
at work.

15.1.2. Auxiliary handle (4).

Use your angle grinder fitted with only auxiliary handle (4). Curl handle as (4) depending on
the mode of operation of the machine left or right of the head.

15.2. Mounting of grinding tools.

Before carrying out any activities grinders unplug the plug from the feed network.

In operation for grinding discs and cutting heat strongly not touch them before they cool.

Clean the shaft and all the details that will mount. When tightening and releasing the button
press working tools (3) to block shaft grinders.

Press the button for locking the shaft only when it is stationary. Otherwise, the grinding
may be damaged.

15.3. Disc for sanding or cutting.
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Respecting limit the amount of work tools. The diameter of the hole to fit a foot flange
alignment. Do not use adapters or reducing units. When mounting the diamond blades careful
arrow indicating their direction of rotation to coincide with the direction of rotation of grinding
(see arrow on the grinding head). For locking a disc grinder or cutting curl locking nut (8) and
tighten with the special key. After mounting of abrasive disc before turning angle grinder,
make sure that the disk is installed properly and can rotate freely. Make sure that the abrasive
disk is not touching the guard or other details of the grinding machine.

15.4. Bell disc or wire brush.

Used cupped wire brush or disc must be able to winding shaft grinding machine so that
it touches the flange firmly to the shaft at the end of the thread. Tighten cupped disk or wire
brush with a spanner.

16. Dust-extraction system.

Dust released during the processing of materials such as paints containing lead, some
wood, minerals and metals can be hazardous to health. By skin contact or inhalation of such
powders can cause allergic reactions and / or respiratory ilinesses to working with power tools
or nearby persons. Certain powders, for example released during the processing of beech and
oak are considered to be carcinogenic, particularly in combination with chemical treatment of
wood (chromate, preservatives, etc.).. Where possible, use dust-extraction system. Provide
good ventilation in the workplace. Use of respiratory mask with a filter of class P2.

17. Working with angle grinders.

17.1. Beware of the voltage of the supply network! Supply voltage of the network must
conform to the details shown on the plate of power. Appliances marked with 230 V, can be
supplied with a voltage of 220 V.

17.2. In the grinding power generators that do not have sufficient capacity, respectively.
Have appropriate control voltage to increase the starting current for inclusion can be observed
a temporary drop in power or unusual behavior of the grinding machine. Please make sure you
use the generator is appropriate, especially in terms of voltage and frequency.

17.3. Outdoor use.

Connect the machine only in installations equipped with electric switch Fi (safety shut-off
switch with Residual protection), and current leakage, which is triggered when Fi must be no
more than 30 mA.

17.4. Swich on.

To switch on the angle grinder drag a switch on/off lever (1) and slide it forward towards
the grinding head. For locking of the switch on/off lever (1) press it until you feel a twinge. For
switch off angle grinder release a switch lever (1). If it is locked, press and release the thumb
(1). Check the working tools before using them. Work tools must be impeccably mounted and
spinning without touching anything. Leave it to rotate without a load test at least one minute.
Do not use damaged, beating or vibrating work tools. Damaged work tools can break and
cause serious injuries.

Before the disc to touch the work surface, the machine should work with maximum speed.

Be careful when cutting channels in the bearing walls. Before starting work, consult with
the responsible civil engineer, architect or manager of a construction site.

Lock work pieces properly.

Do not overload grinding to the extent that its rotation to stop.

In operation, discs for grinding and cutting is very hot, do not touch them before they cool.

17.5. Rough grinding.

Never use blades for rough grinding.

When running under gradient of 30° to 40° when sanding will get the best results. Move with
moderate pressure grinding back and forth. Thus, the piece will not be overheated, the surface
to change color and will be formed deep furrows.

17.6. Sanding with flap disk.

With flap disc you can grinding curved surfaces also.

17.7. Cutting metal.

When cutting, work with moderate, consistent with the material being processed
submission. Do not pinch cutting disc, do not jam or perform with him swirling motion.
When you turn implies that the disc does not forcibly stop. Cutting of profiles and pipes with
rectangular cross-section is best to start cutting the smallest cross-section.

17.8. Scission of stone materials.

Use of angle grinder for dry cutting and dry grinding.

When cutting stone materials, it is best to use a diamond cutting disc. Use only the
included angle grinder dust absorb system and work with a dust mask to breathe. Especially
when cutting hard materials such as concrete with high content of gravel, diamond cutting
disc may be overheated and damaged. Indication for that it is the emergence of a sparkling
crown. In this case, disconnect and wait for the diamond cutting disc to cool, leave it to spin
some time idling at maximum speed. Significantly reduced cutting speed and the appearance
of sparkling crown are indications of “blunt diamond cutting disc. You can “imprisoned” by
short-cutting abrasive material, for example silicate brick.

18. Maintain and service.

18.1. Maintenance and cleaning.

Before carrying out any activities grinders unplug the plug from the feed network.

To work quality and safe, keep grinding and vent clean.

In extremely severe working conditions in cutting of metal on the inner surfaces of the body
may be delayed powder in which current flows. This can disrupt the protective insulation of
the grinding machine. In such cases, it is recommended to use a fixed aspiration system, the
frequent blowing of the vent and the inclusion of electric grinders in safety switch Fi (safety
shut-off switch with Residual protection), and current leakage, which is triggered when Fi
should be no more of 30 mA.

Make periodic breaks at work.

Keep and refer to the accessories carefully.

18.2. Replacing the carbon brushes. Worn-out (shorter than 5 mm), or broken carbon
brushes of the engine should be replaced. Always replace both the two brushes. Work on
replacement of carbon brushes entrusted only to qualified specialists with original spare parts
in service of RAIDER.

18.3. The repair of your power tool is best carried out only by qualified specialists in service
RAIDER, which used only original spare parts. Thus ensuring their safe operation.

4.5. Pastrati de slefuire grija lor. Verificati daca unitatile mobile functioneaza impecabil, fie ca vraji,
in cazul in care exista un element rupte sau deteriorate, care sa denatureze sau sa modifice funcfiile
de masina de rectificat. Inainte de a utiliza polizorul unghiular, asigurati-va ca piesele deteriorate care
urmeaza sa fie reparate. Multe accidente sunt cauzate de scule electrice prost intretinute si aparate.

4.6. Utilizati polizorul unghiular, atasament, instrumente de lucru in conformitate cu instructiunile
producétorului. Tn acest sens trebuie s& respecte cu conditile de functionare specifice si pentru a
efectua operatiuni. Utilizarea Masina de tocat de diverse aplicatii furnizate de catre producatorul
creste riscul de accidente.

5. Mentinerea.

5.1. Reparatii scule electrice dumneavoastra este cel mai bine realizata numai de catre specialisti
calificati in Raider ateliere de lucru, care a folosit numai piese de schimb originale. Astfel, se asigura
functionarea lor in conditii de siguranta.

6. Orientari pentru manipularea in conditii de siguranta, specifice slefuire cumparate de tine.
Orientarile generale pentru functionarea in conditii de siguranta, cu o rasnita disc si smirghel, curate,
cu perie de sarma si disc abraziv de taiere.

6.1. Aceasta rectificare poate fi folosit pentru slefuire cu unitate carboflex si smirghel, curate,
cu perie de sarma, lustruire si taiere disc carboflex. Urmati toate instructiunile si avertismentele in
conformitate cu parametrii tehnici si imaginile ajustate. Nerespectarea urmati instructiunile urmatoare,
consecintele ar putea fi un soc electric, de incendiu si / sau vatamari grave.

6.2. Acest polizor unghiular nu este potrivit pentru poleiala. Desfasurarea de activitati pentru care
rectificare nu este destinat, poate fi periculoasa si poate rani.

6.3. Nu utilizati dispozitive suplimentare care nu sunt recomandate de catre producator pentru
aceasta putere particular. Faptul ca aveii posibilitatea sa atasati la aparat specificate sau pentru
masini-unelte de lucru sa nu se asigure de lucru in conditji de siguranta cu el.

Daca munca este necesar, cu masca de
respiratie, amortizoare de zgomot (de protectie auditiva), pantofi de munca sau sort special care va
protejeaza de la locul de munca pentru a indeparta mici particule. Ochii dvs. trebuie sa fie protejate
de zbor in zona de lucru de particule. Masca de praf sau un filtru de praf de respiratie care decurg
din locul de munca.

Oricine se afla in zona
de lucru trebuie s& poarte echipament personal de protectie. intrerupe bucati a piesei de lucru sau
instrument de lucru poate duce la o accelerare puternica pentru a acoperi departe si a provoca daune
mult dincolo de zona de lucru.

6.10. Daca efectua activitati care amenintd sa cada instrument de lucru de fire ascunse sub
tensiune sau afecteaza cablul de alimentare, detin puterea doar manerele izolate. La intrarea in
instrument de lucru in contact cu firele sub tensiune, se transmite prin intermediul pieselor metalice,
crupe, si acest lucru poate duce la soc electric.

6.11. Pastrati cablurile de alimentare la o distanta de siguranta de la rotirea instrumente de lucru.
Daca pierzi controlul, crupe, cablul poate fi tdiat sau fascinat de instrument de lucru si poate cauza
leziuni

6.12. Nu lasati niciodata Masina de tocat inainte de a lucra instrumentele necesare pentru a opri
complet de rotatie sale. Instrument Rotary poate atinge obiect, care rezulta in pierderea controlului
de masina de rectificat.

6.13. In timp ce de transport polizor dvs. unghi, nu-i lasa pe. Atingere accidentala haine sau par
poate fi maturat de instrument de lucru, astfel incat instrument de lucru poate fi ranit corpul tau.

6.14. Curat in mod regulat de aerisire de pe polizorul dvs. unghi. Cu motor cu turbina de praf
absorbite Tn organism, si acumularea de pulbere de metal creste riscul de electrocutare.

6.15. Nu utilizati Masina de tocat in apropierea materialelor inflamabile. Scantei poate provoca
aprinderea unor astfel de materiale.

6.16. Nu utilizati instrumente de lucru care necesita punerea in aplicare a lichidului de racire.
Utilizarea de apa de racire sau alte poate provoca socuri electrice.

7. Recul si sfaturi pentru ao evita.

7.1. Reculul este reactia brusca a masinii dupa o pana sau blocheaza instrument de lucru prin
rotatie, de exemplu discuri abrazive, cauciuc supus perie de sarma disc si altele. Oportunitati pana
sau de a bloca ascutite de franare de rotatie a rasnite instrument de lucru primeste, prin urmare,
accelerarea puternica in directia opusa fata de directia de rotatie a sculei la punctul de blocare, si a
devenit imposibil de gestionat. Daca, de exemplu, blocul disc abraziv sau de a bloca in dispozitivul
de prelucrare, marginea discului, care atinge piesa de lucru poate fi disc pentru a indoi si rupe sau
apare recul. In acest caz, discul este accelerat de a lucra cu masini sau in directia opusa, in functie
de directia de rotatie a discului si locul de pana. in astfel de cazuri, discuri abrazive si se pot sparge.
Recoil apare ca urmare a utilizarii necorespunzatoare sau incorecta a polizoare unghiulare. Aparitia
acesteia pot fi prevenite cu masuri de protectie adecvate descrise mai jos.

7.2. Pastrati de slefuire tare si tineti mainile si corpul intr-o astfel de pozitie care poate rezista in
eventualitatea unui lovi cu piciorul. Daca un ghidaj de slefuire auxiliar, intotdeauna le utilizeaza pentru
a controla mai bine in recul sau aparitia unor momente de reactionare in momentul inscrierii. in cazul
in care pre-lua masurile de precautie corespunzatoare in caz de timpii de reactie de recul puternic
sau poate stapani masina.

7.3. Nu puneti mainile 1ang& instrumentele rotative de lucru. In cazul in care are loc lovitura,
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instrumentul poate face te-a ranit.

7.4. Evitati sa stea Tn zona in care aceasta ar sari Polizor unghiular in caz de recul. Lovitura se
misca masina intr-o directie opusa fata de directia de miscare a instrument de lucru in domeniul de
blocaj.

7.5. Lucrul cu mare precautie in zonele de colturi, margini ascutite si altele. Evitati repulsie sau
pana de instrumente de lucru in piesa de lucru. La manipularea colturi ascutite sau muchii ascutite
sau respinge instrument de lucru de rotatie exista pericolul crescut de pana. Acest lucru determina o
pierdere a controlului de masini sau recul.

7.6. Nu utilizati un lant sau foi de taiere dintate. Astfel de instrumente de lucru cauzeaza adesea
recul sau de pierdere a controlului asupra slefuire.

8. Instructiuni specifice pentru functionarea in conditii de siguranta de slefuire sau taiere cu discuri
abrazive

8.1. Folositi numai prevazute pentru discuri abrazive macinare si utilizate pentru servicii de paza
disc abraziv. Discurile abrazive nu sunt concepute pentru slefuire nu poate fi bine protejate si nu
garanteaza functionarea in conditii de siguranta.

8.2. Garda trebuie sa fie bine fixat Masina de tocat si sa fie amplasate astfel incat sa se asigure
maximum de sigurantd, de exemplu, disc abraziv, nu ar trebui sa fie acoperite de o manta indreptate
de a lucra cu aparatul. Locuinte ar trebui sa impiedice aparatul de a lucra cu imprastia se desprinda
bucati de la care intra in contact cu discul abraziv rotatie.

8.3. Folosirea de discuri abrazive numai in scopul pentru care acestea sunt furnizate. De exemplu:

Nu incercati sa scoateti platan de pe canal de taiere,
n caz contrar, pot aparea recul. Identificati si eliminati cauza pana.

Fii atent inainte de a
continua de taiere, taiere disc s& asteptati pana la viteza maximé. In caz contrar, cutii discul blocul
sa-si revina de la piesa de lucru sau provoca recul.

9.5. Furnizati o atagare stabila de piese mari intr-un mod adecvat pentru a limita riscul de recul
blocate ca urmare a taierilor de disc. In timpul taierii piese de mari pot fi indoite in actiune sub propria
greutate.

9.6. Fiti prudent in special in canalele de taiere in pereti sau alte zone care pot ascunde surprize.
Disc de taiere poate provoca aparatul a lovi cu piciorul la conductele de atingere sau de gaze, linii
electrice sau alte obiecte.

10. Instructiuni specifice pentru operarea in conditii de siguranta in slefuire cu hartie abraziva.

10.1. Nu folositi coli prea mare de smirghel, urmati instructiunile producatorului pentru dimensiunea
de smirghel.

10.2. Foi de smirghel care urmeaza sa fie efectuate in afara discul primeste pot provoca accidente
si poate duce la blocaj si ruptura de smirghel sau aparitia de recul.

11. Instructiuni specifice pentru functionarea in conditii de siguranta de curatare cu perii de sarma.
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11.1. Nu uitati ca in functionarea normala a firului de capse toamna perie. Nu supraincarcati
perie de sarma de a strange prea tare. Perie de sarma de la Scatter capse pot patrunde cu usurinta
imbracaminte si / sau a pielii.

11.2. Inainte de a va asigura ca nu este perie de sarma atinge paza. Scobit4 disc si perii de sarma
poate creste diametrul sau, datorita puterii de bruiaj si a fortelor centrifuge.

12. Instructiuni suplimentare pentru operarea in conditii de siguranta.

Lucrati cu ochelari de protectie.

12.1. Utilizati instrumente adecvate pentru a gasit ascunse sub conductele de suprafata, sau
contactati compania locala de aprovizionare corespunzatoare. in contact cu firele sub tensiune poate
provoca incendii sau socuri electrice. Deteriorarea conductei poate duce la explozie. Deteriorarea de
apa are ca efect pagube materiale majore si poate cauza un soc electric.

12.2. In cazul in care tensiunea de alimentare este intrerupta (de exemplu, din cauza penele de
curent, sau in cazul in care stecherul este scos din contact) deblocarea butonul de declansare si
conectati-l in pozitia - off “. Acest lucru va preveni includerea necontrolate de polizoare unghiulare.

12.3. In prelucrarea de materiale de piatra, lucru cu externe de colectare a prafului sistem.
Utilizarea de aspiratie a sistemului de pulbere limitele de prejudiciile aduse sanatatii dumneavoastra
cauzate de praf.

12.4. In timpul functionarii tine de slefuire tare cu ambele maini si imprumuta o pozitie stabild a
corpului. Cu ambele maini, cu apa de slefuire mai sigure.

12.5. Furnizati piesei de lucru. Detaliu, si atasati cu dispozitive adecvate sau acolade este ancorat
mai ferm si sigur decat daca il {ineti de mana.

12.6. Pastrati locul de munca curat. Amestecuri de diferite materiale sunt deosebit de periculoase.
Aschii de amenda din metale usoare pot fi aprinde sau exploda.

12.7. Nu folositi polizorul unghiular atunci cand cablul de alimentare este deteriorat. Daca in timpul
functionarii in care cablul este deteriorat, nu atingeti. Deconectati imediat stecherul din priza.

Cabluri deteriorate puterea creste riscul de electrocutare.

Nerespectarea de catre instructiunile considerate poate duce la electrocutare, incendii si / sau
vatamari grave.

13. Descrierea functionala si scopul masina de rectificat.

Este un polizor manual de putere cu izolatie clasa a II-. El este alimentat cu ajutorul unui colector
singura faza cu motor a caror viteza este redusa cu ajutorul unei unelte conic cu dinti curbate. Polizor
unghiular este conceput pentru taiere, slefuire si perii de sdrma grosier pentru a curata suprafetele
de metal si piatra fara folosirea apei. Cu accesorii speciale pentru slefuire, de slefuire poate fi utilizat
pentru slefuirea cu smirghel. Nu pot fi folosite pentru operatiunile de macinare, altele decat scopul
propus.

14. Informatii emis de zgomot si vibratii.

Valorile sunt masurate in conformitate cu EN 60745.

Nivelul de putere acustica: Lw, = 98.4 dB (A)

Lucrul cu Aparatori pentru urechi!

Nivelul de vibratie ah = 2.50 m/s?

in suprafata aspra de slefuire si poleiala: vibratii generate: ah = 13 m/s?,

K = 1,5 m/s? incertitudine.

Slefuit cu hartie abraziva: vibratii generate ah = 4,8 m/s?, incertitudine K = 1,5 m/s2. Nivelul de
vibratii generate pot fi utilizate pentru comparatie cu alte instrumente de putere.

Folositi un unghi de polizor dotat cu doar manerul auxiliar (4). Curl méner ca (4) in functie de
modul de functionare a masinii stdnga sau dreapta a capului.

15.2. Montarea de unelte de slefuire.

Tnainte de efectuarea oricarei activitati de tocat scoateti mufa din reteaua de alimentare.

Tn operatiunea de rectificat discuri de téiere si de c&ldura sa nu atingeti puternic le inainte de a se
raceasca.

Curatati arborele si toate detaliile care va monta. Cand strangeti si de eliberare apasati pe butonul
Instrumente de lucru (3) pentru a bloca Masina de tocat arbore.

Apasati butonul de blocare a arborelui numai atunci cand este in stationare. In caz contrar, de
slefuire poate fi deteriorat.

15.3. Disc de slefuire sau taiere.

Respectarea limita cantitatea de unelte de lucru. Diametrul gaurii pentru a se potrivi o aliniere
flanga picior. Nu utilizati adaptoare sau unitati de reducere. La montarea pe sageata de lame de
diamant atenta indica directia lor de rotatie, pentru a coincide cu directia de rotatie de macinare (a
se vedea sageata de pe cap de rectificat).

17. Lucrul cu polizoarele unghiulare.

17.1. Feriti-va de tensiune ale retelei de alimentare! Tensiunea de alimentare a retelei trebuie sa
fie conforme cu detaliile indicat pe placuta de putere. Aparatele marcate cu 230 V, pot fi livrate cu o
tensiune de 220 V.

17.2. In generatoarele de slefuire de putere, care nu au o capacitate suficients, respectiv. Au
tensiunea de control adecvate pentru a creste curentul de pornire de includere poate fi observata o
scadere temporara a puterii sau un comportament neobignuit de masina de rectificat. Va rugam sa
asigurati-va ca utilizati generatorul este necesar, in special in ceea ce priveste tensiunea si frecventa.

17.3. In aer liber de utilizare.

Conectati aparatul numai in instalatiile electrice echipate cu comutator Fi (siguranta de oprire
comutator cu protectie reziduale), si scurgeri de curent, care se declanseaza atunci cand Fi trebuie
sa fie nu mai mult de 30 mA.

17.4. Turn.

Pentru a comuta pe degetul cel mare polizor unghiular prese a comutator (1) si impingeti-l inainte
spre capul de rectificat. Pentru blocare a manetei comutatorul (1), apasati pana cand simtiti un
junghi. Pentru a opri polizor unghiular de presa un comutator parghia (1). Daca este blocat, apasati
si eliberati degetul mare. Verificati instrumentele de lucru inainte de a le utiliza. Instrumente de lucru
trebuie sa fie impecabil montate si filarea fara a atinge nimic. Lasa-l sa se roteasca fara o incercare
de incarcare de cel putin un minut. Nu folositi deteriorate, bataia sau vibrare instrumente de lucru.
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Instrumente distruse locul de munca poate rupe si cauza leziuni grave.

Tnainte de disc pentru a atinge suprafata de lucru, masina ar trebui sa lucreze cu viteza maxima.

Fiti atenti atunci cand taierea de canale in peretii poarta. Inainte de a incepe munca, se consulta
cu responsabila civilmente inginer, arhitect sau director de un santier de constructii.

Blocarea bucati functioneaza corect.

Nu supraincarcati rectificat in masura in care sarcina de a opri de rotatje.

in timpul functionarii, discuri de polizare si de téiere este foarte cald, nu le atingeti inainte ca
acestea sa se raceasca.

17.5. Rough de slefuire.

Nu folositi niciodata panze de dur de slefuire.

Atunci cand ruleaza sub inclinare de 30 ° la 40 ° atunci cand sablare va primi cele mai bune
rezultate. Misca-te cu presiune moderata de slefuire Tnainte si napoi. Astfel, piesa nu va fi
supraincalzite, suprafata pentru a schimba culoarea si va fi format brazde adanci.

17.6. Slefuire Vane cu discul smirghel.

Cu Vane cu rasnita disc smirghel poate manipula si suprafete curbe.

17.7. Decupare metal.

Cand taiere, de lucru cu moderata, in conformitate cu materialul fiind prezentarea prelucrate. Nu
prindeti discul de taiere, nu gem sau de a efectua cu el vartej de miscare. Atunci cand randul sau,
implica faptul ca discul nu se opreste cu forta. Decupare de profile si tevi cu sectiune transversala
dreptunghiulara cel mai bine este sa incepeti de taiere mai mica sectiune transversala.

17.8. Scindarea de materiale de piatra.

Utilizarea de polizor unghiular pentru taiere uscata si de slefuire uscata.

Cand taierea materiale de piatra, cel mai bine este sa utilizati un disc de taiere diamante. Utilizati
numai inclus praf polizorul unghiular absorbi sistem si de a lucra cu o masca de praf de a respira.
Mai ales atunci cand taierii materialelor dure, cum ar fi beton cu continut ridicat de pietrig, diamant
discul de taiere poate fi supraincalzit si avariat. Indicatia pentru ca este aparitia de o coroana spumos.
in acest caz, deconectati si asteptati pentru discul de taiere diamante s3 se riceasca, lasati-l s&
se roteasca ceva timp de ralanti la viteza maxima. Redus in mod semnificativ viteza de taiere si
aparitia de coroana spumante sunt indicii de “disc de taiere diamante contondent. Aveti posibilitatea
sa “inchis” de scurt-taiere materiale abrazive, de exemplu, caramida silicat.

18. Mentinerea si servicii.

18.1. De intretinere si curatare.

nainte de efectuarea oricarei activitati de tocat scoateti mufa din reteaua de alimentare.

Pentru munca de calitate si in conditii de siguranta, tine de slefuire si aerisire curat.

in conditii extrem de severe de muncé in taiere de metal pe suprafetele interioare ale corpului
poate fi amanata praf in care fluxurile de curent. Acest lucru poate perturba izolarea de protectie a
masina de rectificat. In astfel de cazuri, se recomandé s utilizati un sistem de aspiratie fix, frecvente
suflarea de aerisire si includerea Masine electrice de tocat in siguranta comutator Fi (siguranta de
oprire comutator cu protectie reziduale), si scurgeri de curent, care este declansata atunci cand Fi ar
trebui sa fie nici mai mult de 30 mA.

4.3. Pre nego pocnete zamenu delova, zamenu instrumenata, zamenu dopunskih elemenata,
kao i kada duze vreme necete koristiti ugaonu brusilicu, iskljucite utika¢ iz mreze. Na taj nacin
iskljucujete moguénost neplaniranog uklju¢enja.

7.1. Trzaj je iznenadna reakcija masine koja se javlja kao posledica otezanog rada ili blokade
obrtnog radnog instrumenta, npr. abrazivnog diska, gumenog podloznog diska, ¢elicne cetke
i dr. Otezani rad ili blokada dovodi do naglog zaustavljanja obrtaja radnog instrumenta, zbog
toga ugaona brusilica dobija jako ubrzanje u pravcu suprotnom od pravca obrtaja radnog in-
strumenta u momentu blokade, i ne moze se koristiti. Ako npr. abrazivni disk blokira u delu koji
se obraduje, rub diska, koji dodiruje materijal, moze da se iskrivi i disk da se slomi ili da iza-
zove trzaj.

Drzite ruke i telo u polozaju suprotnom od eventual-
nog trzaja. Ako ugaona brusilica ima pomoc¢ni rukohvat, uvek ga koristite, kako bi je bolje
kontrolisali pri eventualnom trzaju ili na reakcije u momentu uklju¢ivanja. Ako unapred pre-
duzmete adekvatne zastitne mere, pri pojavi trzaja ili jakih trenutnih reakcija, mozete kontroli-
sati masinu.

7.3. Nikada ne drzite ruke u blizini obrtnih radnih instrumenata. Ako dode do trzaja instru-
ment moze da Vam povredi ruku.

7.4. lzbegavajte da stojite u zoni u kojoj bi ugaona brusilica odskocila u slu¢aju trzaja. Trzaj
pomera masinu u pravcu suprotnom od pravca kretanja radnog instrumenta u zoni blokade.
7.5. Posebno pazljivo radite u zoni uglova, ostrih ivica i dr. Izbegavajte odbijanje ili zaglav-
ljivanje radnih instrumenata u predmetu koji obradujete. Kod obrade uglova, ostrih ivica ili
kod naglog odbijanja obrtnog radnog instrumenta povec¢ana je moguc¢nost zaglavljivanja. To
dovodi do gubitka kontrole nad masinom ili do trzaja.

7.6. Ne koristite lan¢ane ili nazubljene listove za sec¢enje. Takvi radni instrumenti izazivaju
trzaje ili gubljenje kontrole nad ugaonom brusilicom.

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8.1. Koristite iskljucivo predvidene i naznacene abrazivne diskove za Vasu ugaonu brusilicu.
Abrazivni diskovi, koji nisu naznaceni za koriS¢enja, ne daju dobre rezultate i ne garantuju
bezbedan rad.

8.2. Stitnik treba da je dobro uévréen na ugaonoj brusilici i da je tako podesen, da
obezbeduje maksimalnu bezbednost ,npr. abrazivni disk ne treba da je postavljen, a da nije
pokriven Stitnikom u pravcu korisnika masine.

9. Specijalna uputstva za bezbedan rad diskovima za secenje.

9.1. lzbegavajte blokiranje diska za secenje ili jako pritiskanje. Ne radite izuzetno duboke
rezove. Preopterecenje diska za secenje povecava opasnost od zaglavljivanja ili blokiranja, a
samim tim i od trzaja ili lomljenja, dok se okrece.

11.1. Ne zaboravite, da i kod obi¢éne upotrebe celicne cetke otpadaju parci¢i zice. Ne
preopterecujte celicnu cetku, tako $to je previse pritiskate. Delovi zZice koji pri radu otpadaju
mogu lako da probiju odecu ili kozu.

11.2. Uverite se da éeliéna éetka ne dodiruje $titnik. Celiéne éetke mogu da uveéaju svoj
precnik kao posledicu pritiskanja i centrifugalnih sila.

12. Dopunska uputstva za bezbedan rad. Koristite zastitne naocare.

12.1. Koristite adekvatan pribor, kako bi otkrili eventualno sakrivene ispod povrsine pro-
vodne cevi, ili se obratite nadleznim organima. Slué¢ajni kontakt sa provodnicima pod naponom
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moze da dovede do pozara ili da strujnog udara. OStecenje cevi za gas moze da dovede do
eksplozije. OStec¢enje vodovoda ima za posledicu veliku materijalnu Stetu, a moze da izazove
i strujni udar.

12.2. Ako dode do prekida napona (npr. kao posledica nestanka struje ili izvlacenja utikaca),
deblokirajte prekida¢ za startovanje i postavite ga u polozaj iskljuceno. Tako cete izbeci
mogucénost nekontrolisanog uklju¢ivanja masine.

12.3. Priobradi materijala od kamena koristite spoljasnji sistem izvlacenja prasine. Koriséenje
takvog sistema smanjuje Stetnost nastale prasine po Vase zdravlje.

Ako se kabal osteti u
toku rada ne dirajte ga. Odmah iskljucite utika¢. OSteceni kabal povec¢ava opasnost od stru-
jnog udara.Nepostovanje navedenih uputstava moze da dovede do strujnog udara, pozara i
teskih povreda.

Pokrec¢e se uz pomo¢ jednofaznog motora,
Cija brzina okretanja je redukovana uz pomo¢ konusnog zub¢anika. Ugaonabrusilica je pred-
vidjena za secenje, grubo Slajfovanje i ¢iS¢enje zicanim ¢etkama, metalnih i povrsina od kame-
na bez upotrebe vode.Uz pomo¢ specijalnih dodataka za Slajfovanje ugaona brusilica moze da
se koristi i za Slajfovanje sa Smirglom. Nije dozvoljena upotraba ugaone brusilice za delatnosti
koje su van njene osnovhe namene.

14. Informacija za buku i vibracije.

Vrednosti su izmerene u saglasnost sa EN 60745.

Nivo vibrajija a, = 2.50 m/s?

Radite sa prigusivacem! Ako ugaonu brusilicu se koristi za poslove koji nisu u opisu njene
osnovne namene, sa drugim radnim instrumentima ili ako je ne odrzavate adekvatno-kako je
propisano nivo vibracija moze da se promeni.

15. Priprema za rad.

15.1. Montiranje bezbedonosne opreme. Pre nego $to zapoénete sa bilo kakvom aktivnoséu
sa ugaonom brusilicom iskljuéite utinicu iz mreze za napajanje.

15.1.1. Zastitni omot (6). Postavite zastitni omot (6) na pocetnom stopalu ugaone brusilice.
Podesite poziciju na zastitnom omotu (6) prema konkretnoj aktivnosti koju vrsite. Postavite
zastitni omot (6) tako, da se zastitite od iskri koje se pojavljuju prilikom rada.

15.1.2. Pomoc¢ni rukohvat (4). Koristite ugaonu brusilicu samo sa montiranim pomo¢nim ru-
kohvatom (4). Namontirajte pomoc¢ni rukohvat (4) sa leve ili desne strane glave, sve u zavis-
nosti od nacina rada sa aparatom.

15.2. Montaza instrumenata za Slajfovanje. Pre nego Sto zapo¢nete sa bilo kakvom aktivhoséu
sa ugaonom brusilicom iskljucite uti¢nicu iz mreze za napajanje. Prilikom upotrebe diskovi za
Slajfovanje i se€enje se jako zagrevaju, nikako ih ne dodirujte pre nego Sto se ohlade. Do-
bro ocistite sve delove koje planirate da montirate kao i sam deo na kome se vr$i montaza
(vrtailo). Prilokom zatezanja ili oslobadjanja radnih instrumenata pritisnite dugme (3), na taj
nacin ¢e te blokorati vratilo ugaone brusilice. Pritiskajte dugme za blokadu vratila samo kada
je vratilo u stanju mirovanja. U suprotnom moze do¢i do ostec¢enje ugaone brusilice.

15.3. Disk za Slajfovanje ili se¢enje. Uskladjujte se sa dozvoljenim razmerama radnih instru-
menata. Prilikom montiranja dijamnatskih diskova za secenje vodite racuna da se strelica,
koja oznacava pravac okretanja, podudara sa pravcem okretanja ugaone brusilice (pogledajte
strelicu na glavi ugaone brusilice). Za fiksiranje diskova za Slajfovanje ili secenje zategnite
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kontra maticu (8) i dodatno je pricrstite specijalnik kljuéem. Nakon montiranja abrazivhog
diska a pre nego sto ukljucite ugaonu brusilicu uverite se da ste disk montirali pravilno i da
moze slobodno da se okrece. Uverite se da abrazivni disk ne dodiruje zastitni omot ili drugi
detalj na ugaonoj brusilici.

15.4. Kombinovana ili disk-zicana ¢etka. Upotreba zicane cetke u obliku ¢ase ili diska treba
da moze da se zategne na vratilo ugaone brusilice toliko da prijanja ¢vrsto. Zatgnite zi¢anu
cetku u obliku ¢ase ili diska viljuskastim kljuéem.

16. Sistem za ekstrakciju prasine. Prasina koja se oslobadja prilikom obrade materijala koji
sadrze olovne boje, neke vrste drveta, metale i minerale moze da budu veoma opasna po zdrav-
lje. Kontakt sa kozom ili udisanje takve prasine moze da izazove alergi¢ne reakcije ili moze
do¢i do oboljenja disajnih puteva osobe koja radi sa aparatom ili koja se nakazi u neposrednoj
blizini. Odredjena vrsta prasine koja se oslobadja prilikom obrade bukve ili hrasta u kombi-
naciji sa hemikalijama sa kojima je drvo tretirano, ubraja se u kancerogene. Ako je moguce
koristite sistem za ekstrakciju prasine. Radite u dobro provertenoj prostoriji. Preporucuje se
upotreba zastitne maske sa filterom klase P2.

17. Rad sa ugaonom brusilicom.

17.1. Obratite paznju na napon u mrezi za napajanje! Napon na mrezi za napajanje treba-
da odgovara podatcim navedenim u tabeli elektroinstrumenta. Aparati kod kojih je oznacen
napon od 230 V, mogu da se napajaju sa mreze ¢iji je napon 220 V.

17.2. Priliko napajanja aparata sa generatora koji nema dovoljnu snagu moze da dodje do
pada snege aparata ili do neuobicajenog ponasanja aparata. Molimo Vas uverite se da je gen-
erator koji koristite odgovarajuci, u smislu napona i frekvencije.

17.3. Upotreba aparat na otvorenom prostoru.

Prikljucujte aparat samo na instalacijama koje poseduju prekida¢ Fi ( prkida¢ za zastitno
iskljucenje sa zastitom u sluc¢aju defekta), a struja na utikacu sa kojom se pokrece ne treba
da bude veca od 30 mA.

17.4. Ukljucivaniji i iskljucivanje. Za uklujucivanje ugaone brusilice pritisnite palac prekidaca
(1) i skliznite napred u pravcu glave ugaone brusilice. Za fiksiranje aktivirajuéeg prekidaca
(1) pritisnite ga i zadrzite u tom polozaju neko vreme. Za iskljuc¢ivanje ugaone brusilice ot-
pustite aktivirajuéi prekidac (1) ako je fiksiran, natisnite i otpustite palac (1). Proverite radne
instrumente pre nego $to pocnete sa njihovom upotrebom. Radni instrument treba da bude
montiran besprekorno da se vrti tako da pritom ne dopier nigde. Ostavite ga da se vrti prob-
no bez optere¢enja najmanje jedan minut. Ne koristite oStecene ili vibrirajuée radne instru-
mente. OSte¢eni radni unstrumenti mogu da se polome i da izazovu teSke traume. Pre nego sto
disk dodirne radnu povrsinu, masina treba da radi sa maksimalnim brojem obrtaja. Pazljivo
prilikom prorezivanja kanala na noseé¢im zidovima. Pre nego $to uopste pocnete sa takvim
poduhvatom konsultujte odgovorno lice koje je izradilo projekat za gradjevinski objekat. Fik-
sirajte material koji obradjujete na odgovarajuci nac¢in. Ne preopterecujte ugaonu brusilicu do
stepena koji moze da zaustavi okretanje.

7.5. Grubo Slajfovanje.

Nikada ne koristite diskove za se€enje za grubo Slajfovanje. Pri radu pod uglom od 30° do
40° prilikom Slajfonja postizu se najbolji rezultati. Pridrzavajte ugaonu brusilicu umereno je
pritiskajuc¢i napred-nazad. Materijal koji se obradjuje na taj nacin ne moze da se pregreje,
povrzina ne¢e promeniti boju i ne¢e do¢i do formiranja dubokih brazdi.

17.6. Slajfovanje brusnim diskom sa $mirglom.

Uz pomo¢ brusnog diska sa Smirglom za Slajfovanje mozete da obradite i velike povrzine.
17.7. Secenje metala.

Ne pritiskajte disk za se€enje, nemojte da ga iskosite ili vrtite. Kada iskljuéite ugaonu brusilicu
ne zaustavljajte disk upotrebom sile. Prilikom secenje profila, cevi sa pravougaonim se¢enjem
najbolje je zapoceti secenje od naj manjeg popreé¢nog secenja.

17.8. Secenje kamenog materijala.

Upotreba ugaone brusilice dozvoljena je za suvo secenje i suvo brusenje.

Pri se€enju materijala od kamena naj bolje je da koristite dijamantski disk za secenje. Koristite
ugaonu brusilicu s ukljuéenim sistemom za usisavanje prasine i nosite zastitnu masku za
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disanje. Pri se¢enju narocito tvrdih materijala, npr. beton koji sadrzi veliku koli€¢inu tucanika,
dijamantski disk za se€enje moze da se pregreje i oSteti. Dokaz za to je pojava venca varnica
na njemu. U takvom slucaju prekinite se¢enje i sacekajte da se dijamantski disk za secenje
ohladi, tako Sto ¢ete ga izvesno vreme ostaviti da radi na praznom hodu pri maksimalnoj br-
zini. Znac¢ajno smanjena brzina secenja i pojava varnica ukazuje da disk za secene nije ostar.
Mozete ga ‘“naostriti” kratkotrajnim se€enjem abrazivnog materijala, npr. silikatna cigla.

18. Odrzavanije i servis.

18.1. Odrzavanje i ¢iS¢enje.

Pre bilo kakvih aktivnosti na ugaonoj brusilici izvucite utika¢ iz napona.

Da bi radili kvalitetno i bezbedno, odrzavajte ugaonu brusilicu i otvore za ventilaciju ¢istim.
Pri ekstremno teskim uslovima za rad kod secenja metala na unutrasnjim povr§inama korpusa
moze da se natalozi prasina koja provodi struju. To moze da osteti izolaciju ugaone brusilice.
U takvim slucajevima se preporucuje koriS¢enje stacionarnog aspirativhog sistema, cesto
produvavanje otvora za ventilaciju i ukljuéivanje ugaone brusilice preko zastitnog elektro
prekidaca Fi ( prekida¢ za zastitno iskljucivanje), a napon na Steku, odakle se vrsi napajanje
DTZ da nije visi od 30 mA. Pravite periodi¢ne pauze pri radu.

Dopunske delove pazljivo €uvajte.

18.2. Zamena karbonskih ¢etkica.

Iskoris$éene (krace od 5 mm), nagorele ili slomljene karbonske cetkice treba odmah zameniti.
Uvek se menjaju istovremeno obe cetkice. Zamenu karbonskih cetkica poverite isklju¢ivo
kvalifikovanom licu, koriste¢i originalne delove.

Zastita okoline.

Ucilju zastite okoline elektrouredaj, dopunski delovi i pakovanje treba dati na preradu kako bi
se ponovo iskoristile sirovine koje su sadrzane u njima.

19. Ne bacajte elektricni pribor u kuéno djubre! Prema evropskim smernicama 2012/19/EC
o starim elektriénim i elektronskim uredjajima i njihovim pretvaranju u nacionalno dobro ne
moraju viSe upotrebljivi elektricni pribori da se odvojeno sakupljaju i odvoze nekoj regener-
aciji koja odgovara zastiti covekove okoline.

NeupoStevanje naslednja navodila, se posledice
lahko elektri¢ni Sok pozar in / ali hudih poskodb.

Delovna orodja, ki se vrtijo na vi§ji hitrosti, od najvecje navedene na kotni brusilnik
lahko poskoduje in kosov jih visoke hitrosti.

6.5. Zunaniji premer in debelina delovnih orodij morajo biti v skladu s podatki, dolo€eni v tehni¢nih
lastnosti vasega kotni brusilnik. Delo orodja z neprimerno velikost ne sme biti zas€iten, kot je potrebno,
ali je mogoc¢e nadzorovati dovolj dobro.

6.6. Brusilni koluti, prirobnice izpostavljeni diski ali druga orodja mora biti natanno uporabiti, da
ustreza vasim gredi brusilni stroj. Delovna orodja, ki se ne prilegajo to¢no na bruSenje gredi, vrti
neenakomerno moc¢no vibrirajo in lahko privede do izgube nadzora nad stroj.

6.7. Ne uporabljajte poSkodovanih delovnih orodij. Pred vsako uporabo preglejte delovna orodja, na
primer Brusne ploS¢e za razpoke ali preseliti v postopku plo$¢e za razpoke ali nositi mocne, Zi¢ne
krtade slabo zavarovani ali zdrobljen sponke. Ce ste pozabili brus ali delo, jih skrbno preverite za
Skodo ali uporabo neposkodovan nova delovna orodja. Ko ste skrbno pregledati in delovna orodja
so name$céeni, omogocajo brusenje za delo pri najvisji hitrosti, za eno minuto. Ostanite v blizini, in
da ljudje od ravnine vrtenja. Najpogosteje poskodovan delovna orodja odmora med tem preskusom.

6.8. Delo z osebno varovalno opremo. Odvisno od uporabe dela z vsemi obrazno masko, zas¢ito za
o¢i ali za$gitna odala. Ce je potrebno, delo z masko dihanje, glusniki (za varovanje sluha), dela &evlje
ali poseben predpasnik, ki vas varuje z dela preseliti na majhne delce. Tvoje o¢i, je treba zascititi
pred leti v delovno obmogje delcev. Prah masko ali dihanje filter prah, ki izhajajo iz dela. Ce ste
izpostavljeni dalj glasen hrup, lahko to povzroc€i izgubo sluha.

6.9. Pazite druge, da se na varni razdalji od obmocja dela. Vsakdo, ki je v delovnem obmocju, mora
nositi osebno varovalno opremo. Break off kosov obdelovanca ali delovnega orodja lahko povzroci
mocan pospesek za odletel in povzrocajo Skodo tudi izven delovnega obmocja.
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6,10. Ce se opravljajo dejavnosti, ki grozijo, da padec delovno orodje skritih Zic pod napetostjo ali
vplivajo na napajalni kabel, ima mo¢ le izolirane ro¢aje. Ob vstopu v delovno orodje v stiku z Zice pod
napetostjo, se prenasa z brusenje kovinskih delov, in to lahko privede do elektri¢nega udara.

6,11. Hranite napajalni kabli varni razdalji od vrtegih se orodij za delo. Ce izgubite nadzor nad brusenje
lahko kabel rezati ali o¢ara z delovno orodje in lahko povzro¢i poskodbe

6,12. Nikoli ne pustite brusenje pred delovno orodje popolnoma ustavi njeno vrtenje. Rotary orodje
dotika predmet, ki nastane pri izgubi nadzor nad brusilni stroj.

6,13. Medtem ko vas$ transport kotne brusilke, ne pustite na. Nezgodnih dotik je lahko vasa oblacila ali
lase swept iz delovno orodje, kar pomeni, da lahko delovno orodje po$koduje vase telo.

6,14. Redno cis€enje vent na vasem kotni brusilnik. Turbine motorna prahu zanic¢ v telo, in kopicenje
prahu kovinskih povecuje tveganje elektricnega udara.

6,15. Ne uporabljajte brusenje v blizini vnetljivih snovi. Flying iskre lahko povzrogijo vzig taksnih
materialov.

6,16. Ne uporabljajte orodja za dela, ki zahtevajo uporabo hladilne teko¢ine. Uporaba vode ali drugih
hladilne tekoc€ine lahko povzrogi elektricni Sok.

7. Recoil in nasvete za to izogniti.

7.1. Povratni sunek je nenadna reakcija stroja po pritrjevanje ali blokira vrtijo delovno orodje, na
primer brusni disk, gume izpostavljen disk zi¢no krtaco in drugi. Wedge ali blok vodi do ostre zaviranje
vrtenja delovnega orodja brusilnike posledi¢éno dobi mo¢an pospesek v smeri, nasprotni smeri vrtenja
orodja na mestu blokiranja, in postal neobvladljiv. Ce se na primer lahko blokira abrazivnih disk ali
blok v predelovalni napravi, ha robu diska, ki se dotika obdelovanca je disk, da bend in zlomi ali recoil
pride. V tem primeru, je disk za pospeseno delo s stroji ali v nasprotni smeri, odvisno od smeri vrtenja
diska in kraj klin. V takih primerih lahko Brusne plosce in break. Recoil pojavi kot posledica nepravilne
uporabe kotni brusilniki. Njen pojav je mogoce prepreciti z ustrezno zas¢itno ukrepi, opisani spodaj.
7.2. Naj mletje trde in obdrzati roke in telo v takSnem polozaju, da lahko prenesejo tudi na moznost
kick. Ce brusenje dodatni roéaj, vedno ga uporabljajo za njeno obvladovanje bolje v recoil ali nastanek
reakcionarne trenutkov v asu vkljuSenosti. Ce pre-take lahko ustrezne varnostne ukrepe v primeru
recoil ali mo€nih odzivni ¢as master stroja.

7.3. Nikoli ne dal roke v bliZini rotacijskih delovnih orodij. Ce udarec pride, lahko instrument, da vas
boli.

7.4. 1zogibajte se stojijo na obmocju, kjer bi to bounce kotni brusilnik v primeru povratnega udarca.
Kick stroj premika v nasprotni smeri na smer gibanja delovnega orodja na podrocju blokade.

7.5. Delo z veliko previdnostjo, na podrocju vogalov, ostrih robov in drugi. Izogibajte se odboj ali klin
delovnih orodij pri delu kos. Pri ravnanju z ostrimi koti ali ostrih robov ali odbijejo vrte¢im orodjem
delovni obstaja pove€ana nevarnost klin. To povzro€i izgubo nadzora strojev ali recoil.

7.6. Ne uporabljajte verige ali zobato rezanje plo¢evine. Tak$na delovna orodja pogosto povzrocijo
povratni ali izgubo nadzora nad bruSenje.

8. Posebna navodila za varno obratovanje brusenje ali rezanje z abrazivnimi diski

8.1. Uporabljajte le za vase brusenje bruSenje ploS¢ in se uporabljajo za bruSenje zas¢ito diska.
Brusilni diski niso namenjeni za bruSenje ne sme biti dobro zascitena in ne zagotavljajo varno
delovanje.

8.2. Garda morajo biti varno pritrjena na brusenje in biti names¢eno tako, da zagotovita najvecja
varnost, na primer brusni disk ne bi smeli biti zajeti v plas¢ usmerjena v delo s strojem. Stanovanjski
bi smelo prepreciti, stroj dela z scatter preseliti kosov ne pridejo v stik z vrtljivim brusni disk.

8.3. Uporaba brusilnih plo§¢ samo za namene, za katere so pridobljeni. Na primer: Nikoli ne brusite
s strani diska rezanja. Rezalne plo$¢e so namenjeni za odstranjevanje materiala z robom. Pre¢na
uporabo sile jih lahko odmor.

8.4. Vedno uporabljajte honorar matico (8), ki so v brezhibnem stanju in ustreza v velikosti in oblike
uporabljenih brusni disk. Matice (8) za rezila se lahko razlikujejo od tistih, ploS€e za brusenje. Pri
nekaterih modelih lahko, matice (8) se uporablja za in pogoni za brusenje, ki ima, privijete na hrbtni
strani z Strleci del diska.

8.5. Ne uporabljajte abrazivnih diskov so jih nosili ve¢je bruSenje. Diski za starejSe stroje niso
zasnovani za visoke hitrosti vrtenja, ki se vrtijo v malih in lahko poSkoduje.
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9. Posebna navodila za varno ravnanje z rezila.

9.1. lzogibajte se blokiranju rezalne disk in stiskanjem ga mo¢no. Ne opravljajo zelo globoke reze.
Preobremenitev rezalne ploS¢e povecuje tveganje za pritrjevanje ali blokira, in s tem pojav recoil ali
zloma, medtem ko predenje.

9.2. |Izogibajte se podrocju bo pred in v ozadju vrtijo disk rezanje. Pri rezanju disk v ravnini s telesom
v primeru recoil brusilnik kota z vrtljivim disk lahko neposredno bounce za vas in vas boli.

9.3. Ce rezanije disk, ko blokirati ali prekinitve dela, brugenje off in ga pustite, dokler po kon&nem stop
od vrtenja diska. Nikoli ne poskus$ajte odstraniti iz gramofona rezanje kanala, sicer lahko pride do
recoil. Opredeliti in odpraviti vzrok za klin.

9.4. Ne vklapljajte kotni brusilnik $e enkrat, ¢e je disk cut podrobno. Bodite pozorno, preden boste
nadaljevali rezanje, rezalne ploS¢e ¢akati do polne hitrosti. V nasprotnem primeru, disk plo€evink blok
preobratu iz obdelovanca ali povzroci recoil.

9.5. Zagotoviti stabilno pritrditev vecjih delov na primeren nacin, da se omeji tveganje recoil zataknil
zaradi rezalne plos¢e. Med rezanjem velike dele lahko ukrivljen v akcijo pod lastno tezo.

9.6. Bodite $e posebej previdni pri rezanju kanalov v stene ali na drugih podrogjih, ki jih lahko
prikriti presenecenja. Cutting disc lahko povzroci, da naprava za kick do plinovodov na dotik ali plin,
elektri¢nih vodov ali drugih predmetov.

10. Posebna navodila za varno obratovanje v brusenje s smirkovim papirjem.

10.1. Ne uporabljajte preve¢ velikih listov smirkovim papirjem, sledite navodilom proizvajalca za
velikost smirkovim papirjem.

10.2. Smirkovim papirjem listi, ki se opravijo zunaj prejemanje disk lahko povzro¢i poskodbe in vodi
do blokade in raztrganje smirkovim papirjem ali pojav recoil.

11. Posebna navodila za varno obratovanje za Ci€enje z Zico SCetke.

11.1. Ne pozabite, da je v normalnem delovanju krtaco Zice padec sponke. Ne preobremenjujte zicno
krtaco, da ga stisnete prevec trdo. Raztreseni zi¢no krtaco iz sponke zlahka prodrejo oblacila in / ali
kozo.

11.2. Pred zagotoviti, da zi€nato krtaco ne dotika straze. Koritasta disk in zicne S¢etke lahko poveca
njegov premer zaradi moci za motenje in centrifugalnih sil.

12. Dodatna navodila za varno obratovanje.

Delo z ocali.

12.1. Uporabite ustrezne instrumente, da bi nasli skrite pod povr§jem cevovodov, ali se obrnite na
ustrezno lokalno podjetje za dobavo. V stik s kabli pod napetostjo lahko povzroCi pozar ali elektricni
$ok. Pipeline skode lahko privede do eksplozije. Poslab$anje vode ima za posledico veéje materialne
Skode in lahko povzroci elektri¢ni Sok.

12.2. Ce se napetost prekine (na primer zaradi izpada elektriéne energije, ali e je plug odstrani
iz stika) deblokirati sprozi stikalo in ga prikljucite na polozaj - off “. To bo preprecilo nekontrolirano
vkljucitev kotni brusilniki.

12.3. Pri obdelavi kamna, delo z zunanjimi prahu odsesovanje. Z uporabo sesalne praska sistema,
omejitev Skode na vase zdravije, ki jih povzro¢a prah.

12.4. Med delovanjem ohraniti brusenje tezko z obema rokama in posojajo stabilen polozaj telesa. Z
obema rokama, bruSenje vode varnejse.

12,5. Poskrbite za delo kos. Podrobnosti, in pritrdite z ustreznimi napravami ali naramnice je zasidrana
bolj trdno in varno, kot ¢e bi ga drzite z roko.

12.6. Naj vase delovno mesto Cisto. MeSanice razlicnih materialov, so Se posebej nevarne. Fine
oblanci iz lahkih kovin, se lahko vnamejo ali eksplodirajo.

12,7. Ne uporabljajte kotne brusilke, ko je podkodovan napajalni kabel. Ce med delovanjem je kabel
poskodovan, se ne dotikajte. Takoj potegnite iz vtiCnice.

Poskodovani kabli mo¢ poveca nevarnost elektricnega udara.

Ce upostevanih navodil lahko privede do elektriéhega udara, pozara in / ali hudih pogkodb.

13. Opis delovanja in namen brusilni stroj.

Je rocni brusilnik mo¢i z izolacijo razreda Il. On se napaja s pomocjo zbiralca enofazni motor, katerih
hitrost zmanjsa s stoz¢asto orodje s ukrivljene zobe. Kotni brusilnik je namenjen za rezanje, brusenje
in groba Scetke Zica za ciS¢enje kovinskih in kamnitih povrSin brez uporabe vode. S posebnimi
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dodatki za bruSenje mogoce, brusenje se uporablja za brusenje s smirkovim papirjem. Ni za uporabo
za brusenje dejavnosti, razen za predvideni namen.

14. Informacije povzrocanje hrupa in vibracij.

Negotovost K = 1,5 m/s?.

Brusenje s smirkovim papirjem: vibracije, a, = 4,8 m/s?, negotovost K = 1,5 m/s?. Raven ustvarjenih
vibracije se lahko uporablja za primerjavo z drugimi orodji mo¢. Ta stopnja ustvarjenih vibracij je
reprezentativna za najobi¢ajnej$e oblike uporabe kotni brusilnik. Ce je brusenje uporablja za druge
dejavnosti, ki delajo z drugimi instrumenti, ali ¢e ne vzdrzuje, kot je predpisano, se lahko stopnja
ustvarjenih vibracij je treba spremeniti.

15. Priprava na delo.

15.1. Namestitev zascitne opreme.

Pred izvedbo vseh dejavnosti brusilnike izvlecite vti¢ iz omrezja krme.

15.1.1. Guard (6).

Kraj straze (6), prevzem korak bru$enja. Prilagodite poloZaj straze (6) v skladu s posebnim dejavnost.
Kraj straze (6), da se prepreci iskrenje scatter pri delu.

15.1.2. Dodatni rocaj (4).

Uporabite svojo kotni brusilnik opremljene s samo dodatni roc¢aj (4). Curl ro¢aj kot (4), odvisno od
nacina delovanja stroja levo ali desno od glave.

15.2. Montaza brusov.

Pred izvedbo vseh dejavnosti brusilnike izvlecite vti¢ iz omreZja krme.

V operaciji za brusenje plos¢ in rezanje toplote mo¢no se ne dotikajte, preden se ohladi.

Ocistite gred, in vse podrobnosti, ki bodo gori. Ko zategovanja in spustite gumb orodja, delovno tisk
(3), da blokira brusenje gredi.

Pritisnite gumb za zaklepanje na gred samo, ko miruje. V nasprotnem primeru lahko, brusenje lahko
poskoduje.

15.3. Disc za bruSenje ali rezanje.

Spostovanje omejiti koli¢ino dela orodij. Premer luknje se prilega nogo poravnavo prirobnico. Ne
uporabljajte adapterjev ali zmanjSanje enot. Pri names¢€anju diamantna rezila previdni puscice
oznacujejo njihovo smer vrtenja, da sovpada s smerjo vrtenja brusenja (glej pus¢ico na brusenje
glave). Za zaklepanje diska mlinek ali rezanje matico curl zaklepanje (8) in pritrdite s posebnim
klju¢em. Po namestitvi brusilnih ploS¢ pred vrtenjem kotne brusilke, se prepriCajte, da je disk
pravilno namescen in lahko prosto vrtijo. PrepriCajte se, da brusni disk se ne dotika zasc¢ite ali druge
podrobnosti brusilni stroj.

15.4. Bell disk ali zi¢no krtaco.

Rabljenih koritasta krtaCo Zico ali disk mora biti sposoben navijanje gredi brusilni stroj, tako da se
dotakne prirobnico trdno na gredi ob koncu nit. Zategnite koritasta disk ali zi¢nato krtaco s klju¢em.
16. Dust-ekstrakcijo sistem.

Prah se sprosti med obdelavo materialov, kot so barve, ki vsebujejo svinec, lahko nekatere les,
minerali in kovine so nevarni za zdravje. Stik s koZo ali vdihavanja takega prahu lahko povzrocijo
alergijske reakcije in / ali bolezni dihal za delo z elektricno orodje ali bliznjih oseb. Nekateri praski, so
na primer sprosti med predelavo bukve in hrasta Steje, da so rakotvorne, $e posebej v kombinaciji s
kemijsko obdelavo lesa (kromat, konzervansi, itd) .. Ce je mogode uporabljajte prahu odsesovanije.
Poskrbeti za dobro zracenje na delovnem mestu. Uporaba zas¢itne maske s filtrom P2 razreda.

17. Delo z kotni brusilniki.

17.1. Pazite na napetosti v omrezje! Dobava napetosti omrezja mora v skladu s podrobnostmi na
tablici moci. Aparati oznacena z 230 V, se lahko oskrbi z napetostjo 220 V.

17.2. V bruSenje energije, ki nimajo dovolj zmogljivosti, v tem zaporedju. Ali je primerno kontrolo
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napetosti povecati zagonskega toka za vkljucitev lahko opaziti zac¢asno padec moci ali nenavadno
vedenije brusilni stroj. Prosimo, da se prepri€ate ali uporabljate generator je to primerno, zlasti z vidika
napetosti in frekvence.

17.3. Zunanjo uporabo.

Priklju¢ite aparat samo v obratih opremljena z elektriénim stikalom Fi (varnostni izklop stikalo z
ostanki zas¢ito), in tekoCe puscanja, ki se sprozi, ko mora Fi biti ve¢ kot 30 mA.

17.4. Turn.

Ce zelite preklopiti na kotni brusilnik palec stiskalnice rogico (1) in ga potisnite v smeri brusenja
glave. Za blokiranje stikala rocico (1), ga pritisnite, dokler ne zacutite trunke. Za izklop kotni brusilnik
sprostitev stikalo rogico (1). Ce je zaklenjen, pritisnite in sprostite palec. Preverite delovna orodja,
pred njihovo uporabo. Delovna orodja je treba brezhibno names¢€en in predenjem brez dotika nicesar.
Pustite, da se zavrti brez obremenitve preizkus najmanj eno minuto. Ne uporabljajte poSkodovanih,
bitie ali vibrirajo€i delovna orodja. Poskodovane delovna orodja lahko zlomi in povzroéi resne
poskodbe.

Pred diska na dotik delovno povrsino, naj stroj dela z maksimalno hitrostjo.

Bodite pozorni pri rezanju kanalov ob stenah. Pred zacetkom dela, se posvetujte z odgovornimi
inzenir, arhitekt ali vodja gradbisca.

Lock obdelovancev pravilno.

Ne preobremenijujte brusenje v obsegu, da njegove rotacije ustaviti.

V operaciji, se plos¢e za brusenje in rezanje zelo vro€e, ne dotikajte se jih, preden se ohladi.

17.5. Grobo brusenje.

Nikoli ne uporabljajte rezila za grobo brusenje.

Ko te¢e po naklonu 30 ° do 40 °, ko brusenje boste dobili najbolje rezultate. Premik z zmernim
pritiskom brusenje naprej in nazaj. Tako je kos ne bo pregreta, da se povrsina spremeni barvo in bo
oblikovana globoke brazde.

17,6. Vane bruSenje s smirkovim papirjem disk.

Z lahko Vane s smirkovim papirjem disc mlinek roc¢aj in ukrivljene povrsine.

17,7. Rezanje kovine.

Ko rezanje, delo z zmerno, v skladu z materialom, ki se obdelujejo oddajo. Ne $€epec rezalne plosce,
ne marmelado ali opravljati z njim vrtinéenjem gibanja. Ko pa pomeni, da disk ne ustavi silo. Razrez
profilov in cevi s pravokotnim prerezom, je najbolje, da zacnete rezanje najmanjsi presek.

17,8. Razdruzitev kamna.

Uporaba kotni brusilnik za suho rezanje in suho brusenje.

Pri rezanju kamna, je najbolje, da uporabite disk diamantno rezanje. Uporabljajte le prilozeno
mlin&ek kot prah absorbirajo sistem in delo s prahom masko za dihanje. Se posebej, &e rezanije trdih
materialov, kot so beton z visoko vsebnostjo gramoza lahko, diamantno rezanje disk se pregreta in
poskodovanih. Navedba, da je za nastanek penecega krono. V tem primeru izklopite in pocakajte,
da se disk diamantno rezanje, da se ohladi, ga pustite, da spin nekaj Casa prostega teka pri najved;ji
hitrosti. Znatno zmanj$a se hitrost rezanja in videz penecih krono znaki “topi rezalne plo$¢e diamant.
Lahko “zaprli” s kratkim rezanje abrazivnih materialov, na primer silikatno opeko.

18. Vzdrzevanije in storitev.

18.1. Vzdrzevanije in CiS€enje.

Pred izvedbo vseh dejavnosti brusilnike izvlecite vti€ iz omrezja krme.

Ce Zelite delati kakovostne in varne, da vent brugenje in &is&enje.

V izredno tezke delovne razmere v razrez kovin na notranji povrsini telesa, se lahko odlozi v prahu, v
katerem trenutno tece. To lahko moti zas¢itno izolacijo brusilni stroj. V taksnih primerih je priporocljivo,
da uporabite doloCen sistem aspiracije, pogosto piha v vent in vkljuCitev elektricne brusilnike v
varnostno stikalo Fi (varnostni izklop stikalo z ostanki za$c¢ito), in tekoCe puscanja, ki se sprozi, ko Fi
ne sme biti vecja od 30 mA.

Redno odmori pri delu.

Keep in se nanasajo na dodatke skrbno.

Nikoli ne uporabljajte vode ali vse tekocCine, kemikalije za CiS€enje kotni brusilnik. Je treba odistiti s
kosom suho krpo in odstranite nabrali prah z mehko krtaco. Vedno imejte kotni brusilnik, v suhem
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prostoru in bo stroj in prezracevalnih rez Cist.

18.2. Zamenjava ogljene $¢etke. Polna (manj kot 5 mm), bi morala ali zdrobljen $¢etke ogljika v
motorju je treba zamenjati. Vedno zamenjajte oba dva ¢opi¢a. Delo na zamenjavo ogljene $c¢etke
zaupa le usposobljeni strokovnjaki z originalnimi rezervnimi deli v sluzbi RAIDER.

18,3. Popravilo vaSega elektricnega orodja je najbolje izvajajo samo usposobljeni strokovnjaki za
storitve RAIDER, ki se uporabljajo samo originalne nadomestne dele. Tako zagotavlja njihovo varno
delovanje.

19. Ohranjanje okolja.

Elektricnih orodij ne odlagajte med hisne odpadke! V skladu z Direktivo 2012/19/ES Evropskega
Parlamenta in Sveta o odpadni elektricni in elektronski opremi (OEEO) in njeni uresnicitvi v
nacionalnem pravu se morajo elektri¢na orodja, ki niso ve¢ v uporabi, lo€eno zbirati ter okolju prijazno
reciklirati.
