6.5 Do not throw the batteries in open fire. There is a risk of explosion.

6.6 Do not ignite batteries or expose them to naked flames.
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6.7. Do not dilute the batteries completely. Full discharge will damage battery cells. The most common
cause of complete dilution is the prolonged storage and non-use of partially diluted batteries. Stop
working as soon as the battery becomes noticeably exhausted or the electronics protection system
works. Only recharge the storage battery after it is fully charged.

6.8. Protect rechargeable batteries and tools from overloading! Overloading will result in overheating
and damage to the cells in the battery without external heating.

6.9. Avoid damage and shocks. Replace rechargeable batteries that have dropped from a height

of more than one meter or that have been subject to sharp shocks even if the battery case looks
undamaged. The batteries in the battery can be seriously damaged. In this regard, read the waste
treatment information.

6.10. If the battery is overloaded and overheated, the built-in safety switch will turn off the equipment to
ensure safety. Do not press the on / off switch. more if the safety switch is activated. This could damage
the battery.

6.11. Only use original rechargeable batteries. The use of other batteries may result in injuries and the
risk of fire.

6.12. The battery is not intended for use by persons (including children) with limited physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or for persons without experience and knowledge of the equipment, unless the use
is monitored or used in accordance with the instruction manual, responsible for safety. Care must be
taken to ensure that children do not play with equipment. The charging process of the battery should be
under the control of the user.

6.13. The rechargeable battery should only be charged with the recommended charger. Using a charger
designed to charge other types of rechargeable batteries creates a risk of fire. The battery should only
be used with machines from the R20 System. Using other machines may cause injury or fire.

6.14. When the battery is not in use, it must be stored away from metal objects such as paper clips,
coins, keys, nails, screws, or other small metallic elements that may cause a short circuit in the battery
contacts. Contact short circuit can cause injuries or fire.

6.15. In case of damage and / or improper use of the battery, gas discharge may occur. Ventilate the
area, in the event of complaints consult a doctor. Gases can damage the airways.

6.16. Under extreme conditions, liquid may run out of the battery. It can cause irritation or burns. If such
a leakage is recorded, proceed as follows:

- gently rub the liquid with a cloth. Avoid contact of the liquid with the skin and eyes;

- If the liquid comes into contact with the skin, the corresponding body area should be washed
immediately with plenty of clean water, possibly neutralizing the liquid with a weak acid such as lemon
juice or vinegar;

- If the liquid gets into the eyes, rinse immediately with plenty of clean water for at least 10 minutes and
seek medical attention.

6.17. Do not use a rechargeable battery that is damaged or modified. Damaged or modified
rechargeable batteries can operate unpredictably and cause fire, explosion, or risk of injury.

6.18. The battery should not be exposed to moisture or water. They also pose a danger to the aquatic
environment.

The rechargeable battery should always be kept away from heat sources.

6.19. Follow all loading instructions. Do not charge the battery at a temperature outside the specified
limits in the operating instructions. Incorrect charging or charging at a temperature outside the specified
range may damage the battery and increase the risk of fire.

6.20. It is forbidden to repair damaged rechargeable batteries. Repairs may only be performed by the
manufacturer or an authorized service center.

Attention! Lithium-ion rechargeable batteries can leak, ignite or explode if they are heated to high
temperatures or a short circuit. They should not be stored in the car during hot and sunny days. Do not
open the battery. Lithium-ion rechargeable batteries contain electronic safety devices that, if damaged,
can cause fire or explosion of the battery.

7. About charging devices and charging process

7.1. Please refer to the data on the charger data plate. Be sure to connect the charger to the power
supply with the voltage indicated on the nameplate. Never connect the charger to a network of different
voltages.
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7.2. Protect the charger and its cable from damage and sharp edges. Damaged cables should be
repaired immediately by a qualified electrician.

7.3. Keep the charger, rechargeable batteries, and the battery tool out of the reach of children.

7.4. Do not use damaged chargers.

7.5. Do not use the supplied charger to charge other rechargeable tools.

7.6. During use, the battery is warming up. Let it cool to room temperature before starting charging.
7.7. The R20 System chargers have an auto-off function after charging the battery.

7.8. Never use or recharge batteries if you suspect they have been recharged for the last time more
than 12 months. There is a high probability that the battery has already suffered a dangerous failure /
complete discharge /

7.9. Charging rechargeable batteries at temperatures below 10 % will cause chemical damage to the
cell and may cause a fire.

7.10. Do not use batteries that are heated during the charging process, as the battery cells may have
malfunc- tioned.

7.11. Do not use batteries that have been bent or deformed during the gas charging / discharging
process, cracking, whistling, etc.).

7.12. Never discharge the battery / recommended discharge level max. 40%). Full discharge of the
battery will cause premature aging of the battery cells.

7.13. Never charge and leave the battery unattended.

7.14. The present charger is not intended for use by persons (including children) with limited physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or for persons without experience and knowledge of the equipment
unless the use is monitored or in accordance with the instruction manual for the device transmitted by
persons responsible for safety. Care must be taken to ensure that children do not play with equipment.
7.15. The charger must not be exposed to moisture or water. The entry of water into the charger
increases the risk of electric shock. The charger can only be used indoors in dry rooms.

7.16. Before carrying out any maintenance or cleaning of the charger, you must disconnect the charger
from the power supply.

7.17. Do not use the charger on a flammable substrate (eg paper, cloth) or near flammable substances.
Due to the charging of the charger in the charging process, there is a risk of fire.

7.18. Check the status of the charger, cable, and plug before each use. In the event of faults, do not use
the charger. Do not attempt to disassemble the charger. All repairs should be assigned to an authorized
repairer. Incorrect installation of the charger may result in electric shock or fire.

7.19. When the charger is not in use, it must be disconnected from the mains.

7.20. It is forbidden to repair a damaged charger. Carrying out the repair of the charger is only permitted
by the manufacturer or an authorized service center.

8. Protection against environmental impact.

8.1. Protect the charger and the batteries from moisture and rain. Moisture and rain can cause
dangerous damage.

8.2. Do not use a charger or battery near flammable vapors and liquids.

8.3. Use the charger and the battery only in dry places and at an ambient temperature of 0-45°C.

8.4. Do not store the charger and battery in places where the temperature may reach over 30 ° C. In
particular, do not leave the charger in a car parked in the sun.

8.5. Protect the batteries from overheating. Overloading, overcharging, and exposure to direct sunlight
will result in overheating of the cells. Never charge or operate batteries that have overheated - replace
them as soon as possible.

8.6. Storage of batteries, chargers and rechargeable tools. Conditions for use.

Store the charger and the battery charger only in a dry place and at an ambient temperature of 10-30 °
C. Protect them from moisture and direct sunlight. Only recharge fully charged rechargeable batteries /
charged at least 40% /. When operating, use the battery charger, cordless drill and battery only in a dry
place and at an ambient temperature of 0-45°C.
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8.7. Protect the lithium-ion battery from frost. Rechargeable batteries that are stored below 0" C for more
than 60 minutes should be discarded.

8.8. When handling batteries, be aware of the electrostatic charge. Electrostatic discharges cause
damage to the electronic protection system and battery cells. Beware of the electrostatic charge and
never touch the battery poles.

9. Operation and settings. Switching on. Switching off.

9.1. Switching on - press the switch button (1).

9.2. Switching off - release the switch button (1).

9.3. Spindle brake.

Drill is equipped with electronic brake, which stops the spindle immediately after the switch is released.
The brake ensures precision when screwing or drilling and prevents free spindle rotation after it is switched
off.

9.4. Rotational speed control.

Screwing or drilling speed can be controlled during operation by increasing or decreasing pressure
on the switch button. Speed control enables soft start, which prevents drill slip when drilling in gypsum or
glaze and helps to control the operation when screwing and unscrewing.

9.5. Overload clutch. Torque control.

Setting the ring in given position causes permanent setting of the clutch to specified torque. When
the set torque is reached, overload clutch releases automatically. It prevents screwing screws t deep or
damaging the drill.

Different screws and materials require different torque to be applied.

The bigger number corresponding to given position, the bigger the torque.

Set the ring to specified torque.

Always start operation with low torque.

Increase the torque gradually until appropriate value is set.

Use higher settings to unscrew screws.

When drilling chooses settings marked with the drill symbol. When this setting is set, the torque is the
greatest.

Knowledge how to choose appropriate settings comes with practice.

Setting the ring in the drilling position deactivates the overload clutch.

9.6. Change of gear.

Drill features gear switch , which broadens the range of rotational speed.

Gear I: small speed range, big torque;

Gear llI: big speed range, low torque.

Set the switch in appropriate position depending on the works performed. Turn the spindle slightly if
the switch cannot be moved.

Never change the switch position under operation of the drill. It may damage the power tool.

9.7. Working tool installation.

Set the direction selector switch in middle position.

By holding the rear ring of the chuck and turning the front ring clockwise, you can set required jaw
spread and insert appropriate drill or driver bit.

Drill or driver bit must be pushed to the chuck limit.

Hold the rear ring and turn the front ring counter-clockwise, tighten hardly.

Deinstallation of the tool is similar to installation, only the sequence of actions is reversed.

Check position of the tool when installing drill or driver bit in the chuck. Use additional magnetic
adaptor as an extension when using short driver bits.

9.8. Left - right direction of rotation.

Choose direction of spindle rotation with the selector switch

Right rotation - move the switch) to the extreme left position.

Left rotation - move the switch to the extreme right position.

Do not change direction of spindle when the spindle is rotating.

9.9. Drilling.

When you need to vent large diameter, is recommended first to break a small opening, which will then
be drilling to the desired size. This will prevent overloading the drill. Drilling deep holes should be done
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gradually, as periodically removed from the drill hole to remove chips or dust. If during drilling to drill block
up in holes, you should exclude drill. Use a change of direction of rotation to remove the drill from the
hole. Drill must be kept in alignment with the hole. Ideally, the drill should be placed perpendicular to the
surface of the material being processed. If the condition for perpendicularity is not respected at work can
lead to trapped or breakage in drill hole and injury to the user. Continued drilling at low speed the engine
from overheating threatens. Must make periodic breaks during work or to allow the drill to work on no-load
maximum speed for about 3 minutes. Do not obscure the openings in the hull used for ventilation of the
engine.

9.10. Make periodic breaks at work.

9.11. Keep and refer to the accessories carefully.

9.12. Do not throw the tool, do not overload, do not soak in water and other liquids do not use it for
mixing adhesives and concrete coatings.

10. Operation and maintenance.

Clean the body with dry cloth. Do not use any cleaning agents, as they may damage the casing.

10.1.  Drill chuck replacement.

Quick-release chuck is screwed onto spindle of the drill and additionally secured with a screw.

Set the direction selector switch (2) in middle position.

Open chuck jaws.

Unscrew the fixing screw with cross screwdriver by turning it clockwise (left-hand thread).

Install hex key in the chuck.

Gently tap the second end of the hex key.

Unscrew the chuck.

Installation of the chuck is similar to installation, only the sequence of actions is reversed.

10.2. Replacing carbon brushes.

Worn-out (shorter than 5 mm), up or broken engine carbon brushes should be replaced. Always
replace both brushes simultaneously. Work on replacement of carbon brushes entrusted only to qualified
person with original spare parts in RAIDER service.

10.3. All faults should be repaired by RAIDER service workshop.

10.4. The repair of your power is best carried out only by qualified specialists, which used only
original spare parts. This ensures their safety operation.

11. Environmental protection.

11.1.In order to protect the environment, the power tool and packaging must be suitably
processed for the re-use of the raw materials contained therein. Do not dispose of power
tools in household waste! According to the European Union Directive 2012/19 / EC on
end-of-life electrical and electronic devices and the validation and as a national law, power
tools that can no longer be used must be separately collected and subjected to
appropriate processing for the recovery of the contents raw materials.

9.7. Instalacija radnog alata.
